Instructions of Verbal Consent Form: Delete all italicized text before submitting your final version. Fill in the blanks and include screening questions in ways which are appropriately tailored to your research.

B.   If you do need to ask screening questions and the person says “Yes” to the participation, ask him/her:  


“May I ask you a couple of questions to see if you are eligible to 


participate?”


(If the answer is “No,” say “Thank you for your time. Goodbye.”)


(If the answer is “Yes,” ask any screening questions here.) 

If subjects are eligible, let them know the actual research questions are about to 
begin now.


If subjects are not eligible, tell them why and thank them for their time.
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
